59th edition of International Short Film Festival Brno 16 will take place between 10th - 13th October 2018. This year will welcome 41 competing films picked from more than 700 applications. The festival will take place at various venues in the center of Brno - Kino Art at Radnická 4, Museum of Applied Arts of the Moravian Gallery in Brno and Tržnice Brno at Zelný trh. Off-programme activities will take place also at Praha/Forum for Architecture and Media and 10-Z Bomb Shelter.
Brno 16 is one of the oldest festivals in the Czech Republic and has been going on uninterrupted yearly since 1960. "The main programme is a competition of short films made by creators from all over the world. More than 700 films were submitted this year, from which we chose 41 films that will compete for the grand prize," festival director Milan Šimánek elaborates. The most of the competing films come from Germany (6), four were created by Polish filmmakers. Other countries include Netherlands, Russia, or Belgium. The Czech Republic is represented by two movies. The winner will be decided by an international jury of five lead by Austrian curator from Sixpackfilm Gerald Weber. Other prizes are chosen by an international student jury and the festival attendees. The winners will be announced and awarded at the final ceremony on 13th October 2018 at the auditorium of Museum of Applied Arts of the Moravian Gallery.

Motto of the festival is traditionally depicted in the off-programme and this year the topic is "it's a fight." Viewers can look forward to slapstick comedy with live music, or films by Adéla Babanová, who focuses on motion picture art. The festival also includes a Czech 16 section and a retrospective block focused on films made by Petr Němeček that will present his complete surviving work. The topic is explained by festival's art director Marika Kupková: "It's a fight characterizes a complicated situation among short films, or the creative process in general. It can be applied to efforts of all enthusiasts and fans of film culture, that helped the festival function for almost sixty years, that it survived different political regimes a societal changes without losing its honor, and that it can continue fighting for its prestige".
Festival is organized by TIC BRNO, public benefit corporation, more specifically Kino Art and TIC gallery in cooperation with Moravian Gallery in Brno.
