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Brno 16 – It's a Fight
59th edition of International Short Film Festival

Starting Wednesday 10th October, the center of Brno will become the place of 59th edition of International Short Film Festival Brno 16 lasting four days until Saturday 13th October. During these days visitors can enjoy more than 110 short movies, including 41 competing ones. Festival will be attended by foreign guests from Poland, Hungary, Belgium, or China. Brno 16 will take place at various venues, more specifically Kino Art at Radnická 4, Museum of Applied Arts of the Moravian Gallery in Brno and Tržnice Brno. Off-programme activities will be held in 10-Z Atomic Bomb Shelter and Praha/Forum for Architecture and Media and they will include classic slapstick comedies with live music, or discussion about experimental film. Grand opening of the festival will be held on 10th October at Tržnice. Brno 16 will be concluded with the closing ceremony on 13th October at 8 p.m. at Museum of Applied Arts.

The main festival competition has 41 films divided into 11 hour long blocks. They will compete for the Student Jury Prize, Viewer's Prize and Grand Prize. The latter is chosen by a jury of five, including Gerald Weber from Austrian distribution agency sixpackfilm as the head. Viewer's Prize is decided by the attendees and their votes by each competing block.

This years off-programme takes more than 20 hours and presents a wide range of short films connected with this edition's motto "It's a Fight". Among them are live-action, animated, documentary and fiction films, not excluding experimental ones. Those will be discussed in a panel focused on current problems and visions of experimental film and will include creators, distributors and producers. The off-programme will also introduce complete work of Petr Němeček, who will also visit the festival with his co-creator and wife Jarmila. Annual warmup evening was created in collaboration with Slam Poetry CZ. Visitors can look forwards to a Slam Poetry exhibition - a genre on the edge of author reading, recitation competition and rap battle. Slam Poetry will take place on 9th October at 7 p.m. at Sál Břetislava Bakaly and will include performers such as Bohdan Bláhovec, Anatol Svahilec, beBoo and others.
The final ceremony including announcing of the winners is on 13th October at 8 p.m. in the Musem of Applied Arts. The presenter of the evening will be Tomáš Sukup Gyanpuri.
The accreditation is available online, at info center at Panenská street and also at the accreditation booth at Museum of Applied Arts in Brno.
Festival is organized by TIC BRNO, public benefit corporation, more specifically Kino Art and TIC gallery in cooperation with Moravian Gallery in Brno.
